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Background Information

Following an appraisal of the Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarship conducted by the New Zealand Academy of Sport in 2004, a number of recommendations were made to improve this programme to strengthen its contribution to the National Sports Organisation High Performance Programme. Rowing New Zealand will now receive, prioritise, endorse and nominate Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarship applicants.

Number of Scholarships

Rowing New Zealand will determine the number of scholarships awarded based on the selection criteria below. Rowing New Zealand reserves the right not to award scholarships subject to athlete’s performance and ability to meet the criteria. The decision of the selection panel is final.

Support to Successful Recipients

Support through the Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarship Programme is delivered by ACE Advisors within the New Zealand Academy of Sport Regional Operations to assist athletes effectively manage their lives in pursuit of sporting excellence. Other support includes:

· Financial contribution to academic fees and

· Financial contribution to living costs if applicants meet the ‘living allowance’ criteria. 

Criteria and Eligibility

2005

Only athletes who are currently carded (or athletes whose name appears on the October 2005 carding list) may apply for the December intake

2006 

Rowing New Zealand invites athletes to apply for the 2006 Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarships subject to meeting the following criteria. Rowing New Zealand has established criteria that athletes must meet in 2006 in at least one category from the following:

· Elite

· Development/U23

· Youth Cup A Squad

· Junior

· Regional Performance Centre Athlete who has gained an Elite, U23 trial
Application Process

1. If you meet the criteria you will receive an invitation from Rowing New Zealand to apply for a Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarship

2. You must meet with your ACE Advisor prior to submitting your scholarship application form to formulate a personal development plan

Responsibilities

Once Rowing New Zealand has endorsed the Prime Ministers Athlete Scholarship Applications, the administrative component will be managed by the New Zealand Academy of Sport Prime Minister Athlete Scholarship Coordinators and ACE Advisors.

Athlete Requirements 

2006 – Semester 1:

Complete all requirements of the Prime Minister’s Athlete Scholarship

Programme including:

· 6 month Progress reports: completed and submitted to regional NZAS by July 1st

· Anti-Doping: attend approved NZSDA anti-doping seminar in first 12 months of being awarded scholarship then every 2 consecutive years
(In effect as of 2006)

On receipt of a full year PM Scholarship you will be required to do the following:

· Attend four meetings with your ACE advisor to review your Personal Development Plan. (two per semester)
On receipt of a half year PM Scholarship you will be required to do the following:

· Attend two meetings with your ACE advisor to review your Personal Development Plan
