Conditions of entry

· The Regatta will be run under the Rules of Rowing NZ and SIRI

· Lane one position is nearest the shore and all crews must supply and carry lane numbers

· The Regatta Committee reserve the right to make any alterations to the course, programme, order of events, or to postpone the regatta if weather conditions so determine

· All races other than Masters events will be rowed over 2000 metres, using a maximum of eight lanes. Masters races will be raced over 1000 metres. (Masters races may be used to help separate the singles races and prevent boat clashes.)

· Heats on Saturday start at 8:00 am and finals on Sunday start at 8.00 am (The race committee reserve the right to hold both the heats and finals on the Saturday if numbers allow or if the weather forecast for Sunday looks bad)

· Full names of all Rowers competing, are to be included on the Standard entry form provided, as this information is required for programme purposes. Master crews are to be identified as male or female crews

· Competitors in the age group single sculling events are urged to compete in their own particular age group and not race in older age groups as well. No account will be taken of those who are disadvantaged because they have entered more than their own age event, when they find the races are back to back

· All competitors must be Registered rowers with Rowing NZ.

· Scratching’s must be notified to Regatta Control not later than 1 hour prior to the event.
